You can still put the “old style”
information Tags on your plants with whatever
information you want eg species, colour etc.

These labels will NOT be able to be printed on the
afternoon of Show Set-up - it is a time-consuming
process to enter new details, print the labels and
upload the information to the Cash Registers.

Plant Labels - It is very important when

benching plants that labels are easy to read and
correct. A clearly written label makes it much easier for
everyone to read, and avoids the possibility of a plant
being given an incorrect name on the Prize Cards and
in Competition Results, or even placed in the incorrect
category.
For any members who are unsure of, or would like to
confirm that their plant labels are correct before
benching, (either spelling or registration of crosses)
EDOS will have available on Friday night prior to
benching of plants, the Orchidwiz database for
members to check their labels. Please see Ann Kable
or Janelle Girdlestone.

Member Number — If you are unsure of your
Member Number, please speak to either Ann Kable or
Janelle Girdlestone. This number needs to be used if
you are benching and/or selling plants.

Show Attendance Register - — It is EDOS Inc.
policy that ALL persons attending; exhibiting; benching
or_selling orchid plants at the Spring Show sign the
EDOS Inc. Attendance Register, so please make sure
you sign when you arrive at the Hall.

Attendance Book — for Insurance Purposes it is
necessary for Members to sign the Attendance Book
when helping out at the Show

e CUL - FlOwers and Greenery — The
Ladies from the Floral Arrangement section of our show
are requesting contributions of any orchid flowers,
bromeliad flowers and Anthuriums, and also greenery
for their floral arrangements, especially on Saturday, as
these Floral Arrangements are very popular, and
supplies usually run low by lunchtime.

The leaves from the cordylines, flax, anthurium,
camellia bush, magnolia, strap leaves and crotons are
great for greenery, along with all the others you kindly
bring. We would also be very grateful for containers
(small or large) suitable for flower arrangements.

Condition of Sale Plants - Please ensure that
any plants you may present for sale are virus free,
clean and NOT recently potted. Plants need to be
stable in the pots and not show any insect damage, etc.
If it is not a plant in the condition you would consider
purchasing yourself, then please do not put it up for
sale!

As per our By-Laws, -refer in particular to EDOS Inc By-
Laws 5.6 and 5.7 - plants which are deemed to be of an
unsuitable standard will be removed from the Sales
Tables.

Show Schedule - A copy of the Schedule for the
2017 Spring Show was attached to the June
Newsletter, and is also available through the EDOS Inc
website.

There have been some changes made to the Show
Schedule and General Conditions, so please have a
read of these to ensure that you are aware of any
changes that have been made. One change in
particular is the number of Champion categories.

There were many good orchids displayed at our last
meeting, the paphs and phrags were again at their
usual best, but the one orchid which stood out to me
was Tony Beck's Rhynchostylis gigantea alba . Tony
said it was bought a few years back from Roy Jope and
has flowered well each year .

Grown under 2 layers of 75% shade cloth, watered
twice weekly, and fertilized weekly with what's on hand
at the time.

He also said that he has crossed it with another
awarded Rhy. gigantea alba which has larger blooms,
and is keen to see the results ....hopefully next year.

Tony's tip for good orchid growing is,... good

housekeeping..... It eliminates most problems.
